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Abstract

Extensive amplification of hematopoietic stem cells (HSC) in culture before clinical transplantation would probably benefit greatly this treatment. Here we demonstrate that bone marrow cultures containing cells engineered to over express HOXB4 or NUP98-HOXB4 proteins support self-renewal of HSC for several weeks leading practically unlimited expansion of HSC.  Therefore, it is possible to overcome the apparent physiological limit for their self-renewal.
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
